
The Cornell Institute for Translational Research on Aging (CITRA) is sponsoring an educational experience for future Environmental Stewards. The Retiree Environmental Stewards Program is an opportunity to learn about environmental issues, participate in a class project and give back to your community. An evaluation research component accompanies the training.

Training sessions will begin on Wednesday, September 24, 2008 and will take place at the Cornell Cooperative Extension Center on Willow Avenue in Ithaca.  The workshops will run once weekly, from 10:00 a.m. until 1:00 p.m, for ten weeks; lunch is included. There is no charge for the training sessions, however, you must be at least 60 years old to participate.
Topics will include: human behavior and environment; air pollution and climate change; water and watersheds; conflict and communication; waste and recycling; local environmental policy; stormwater management; energy/transportation/alternative energy strategies; land use/agriculture/planning. There will be a mix of classroom lectures and field trips.
